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Reflections of 2011– Each Day is a Gift 
So many of us take each new day that God gives us for granted.  As I look back over 
the past year, many fond memories of the HSC team flood my mind.   

I recall how HSC nurses made it possible for a young father to simply sit  
outside and watch his children play in a backyard pool and ride their bikes around the yard.  I can 
imagine the smile that must have been on his face as he felt the sun warming his skin and  
expression of love on his face as he enjoyed the moment, knowing that he would not be there for 
his children in years to come.   

I can envision one of our social workers on the telephone with another hospice as I recount her 
story of arranging a companion agency to care for our patient if the need arose while on a weekend 
get-away for her and her only sister. They had shared many special “sister” times over the years 
and this last jaunt to the coast of SC was her loving sister’s way of sharing one last special memory 
together watching the sun rise over the ocean.  

I can also see in my mind’s eye how our chaplain visited with a dear lady in the later stages of  
dementia.  She could no longer recognize friends or family, but when spoken to often responded by 
singing the lyrics of “Amazing Grace” - remarkable how the mind can remember words of a song 
and the joy it brought to her family. 

And, I can see our home health aides gently positioning a gentleman on his freshly laundered 
sheets after being bathed and clean shaven.    How good he must have felt to have been  
pampered with loving hands when he could no longer care for himself.   

Then I think about the caregiver who insistently refused respite volunteer services stating that her 
children stopped in everyday and that she had plenty of groceries; there was no need for a break.  
The reality, I sense, was far different:  “I don’t want to leave my husband with a stranger” were the 
words she was not speaking.  However, as she shared with our  
bereavement team, she was extremely grateful for the ramp 
that had been installed and the countless hours our HSC  
volunteer spent sitting by her side. 

In remembering all of these encounters, I realize that love is an 
action, not a feeling.  Each person we meet becomes a 
part of our family, and if only for a while, we are part of 
theirs. Most staff and volunteers have lost a loved one 
which in turn has allowed us to have a glimpse of  
understanding as to what our HSC families may be going 
through.  We enter their homes offering this kindred  
understanding, kindness, a gentle touch, and 
yes….LOVE.  Caring for our HSC patients is our choice. 
Each patient is unique but has a common story of love, 
determination and grace and each encounter teaches us to 
treasure each new day a little more than the day before.
